To train the participants employed as visitors/evaluators or escort team membel 5, in the
subjects related to the planning and conducting of such activities on the base of the best

practices;

* To deepen contacts between representatives of national organizations, agencies
in the accomplishment of arms control and/or security- and confidence-b
measures;

* To provide, especially during the practical part of the course, the participants '
opportunity to exercise or “observe” the real events, thus showing fields and v
how to work in the future in this form of co-operation on national, regiona
international level.

About 24 participants, (3 each from AL, BA, HR, MD, ME, MK, RS, SI) military & civi
personnel who will be employed as head/member of inspection/visitor or escor
implementing visits according to the VD ’'99. The majority of participants should posses i
knowledge and experience on the VD '99 and/or other arms control regimes and CSBMs
lecturers will present national arms control agencies or verification centres (AT, DE and |
other relevant international organisation such as NATO Arms Control and Coordination
(ACCS).

This 5-day course is designed as a combination of theoretical (lectures/presentati
practical activities planned to be carried out in Hungary (Budapest/Kecskemét/Szenten:
invited lecturers will cover all the topics and will present a comprehensive and detailed ¢
of the relevant parts of the Treaty taken for investigation. A short discussion (“questir
answers”) will follow the presentations. At the end of the course the participants will rec
official certificate of their participation. The course working language will be English (ST#
— 3332 or equivalent).
