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USEFUL INFORMATION 
 

 
Transportation 
 
All participants are expected to arrive to Budva, Montenegro, on Tuesday, 13 April 2010, while 
Thursday, 15 April, is designated as the departure day. 
 
In accordance with the data contained in the submitted registration form, Montenegrin MOD will 
provide local transportation: transfers from Podgorica or Tivat Airport (please indicate name of the 
airport in your Registration form)/ Main Railway Station in Bar / Main Bus Station in Budva to the 
hotel and back on the departure day, as well as during the scheduled official dinner in Budva.  
 
Accommodation  
 
All participants will be accommodated at the Hotel “Mediteran”, Budva (www.hotelmediteran.info). 
MAG Secretariat will book hotel rooms in advance for all nominated participants. For this reason, it is 
very important that all participants timely and correctly complete and submit their registration forms. 
The costs for Bed and Breakfast per person/per night will be 60.50 Euros (plus 1.5 € of VAT per day). 
Payments in the Hotel can be made in cash or by all major credit cards (American, Diners, Visa Card, 
Euro Card / Master Card).  
Please note that the check-in is at 14:00, and check-out at 12:00. For the extended stay on the 
departure day (until 18:00), you should pay 60% of the price for one night. 
All participants can use hotel beach, indoor swimming pool with two whirlpools, relax room, fitness 
centre, garage, and internet in the room, free of charge. 
 
Finances (supported countries) 
 
In accordance with the existing regulations, RACVIAC will cover travel expenses, while Montenegrin 
MOD will cover accommodation costs for up to 2 participants from each supported country (Albania, 
Bosnia and Herzegovina, The Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, Republic of Moldova, 
Republic of Serbia, Montenegro) for up to 2 nights. Catering for those days, besides official dinners 
and lunches, will also be covered by RACVIAC. Any additional personnel attending the meeting will 
have to cover their own expenses.
