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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (MOU)
BETWEEN
RACVIAC - CENTRE FOR SECURITY COOPERATION
AND

THE CENTRE FOR EUROPEAN SECURITY STUDIES

1. Background

The Centre for European Security Studies (CESS), Groningen, the Netherlands, aim is to
promote transparent, accountable and effective governance of the security sector. It seeks to
advance democracy and the rule of law, help governments and civil society face their
security challenges, and further the civilised and lawful resolution of conflict.

RACVIAC - Centre for Security Cooperation (RACVIAC), Zagreb, Croatia, has
accumulated considerable experience and expertise in the fields of arms control, security
sector reform, promoting confidence and security building measures (CSBM), public
awareness in security policy related issues, and other related areas in South Eastern
European region (SEE).

Both Organisations are confident their activities are complementary and have therefore
decided to strengthen their cooperation by entering into this MOU.

2. Objectives and Areas of Cooperation

CESS and RACVIAC envisage cooperation in assisting security sector and defence
reform (SSR) and defence institution building (DIB) of South-East European countries,
in particular with the following objectives:

. To assist in institutional capacity building amongst civilians and military personnel
engaged in security sector reform;

. To promote confidence and security building measures at the regional level and

. To support the role of civil society and the media in creating public awareness on

politico-military and arms control issues.

3. Means of Cooperation

In order to achieve the objectives, it is envisaged to:

B Exchange information on: current and planned activities of both Organizations,
which may be of mutual benefit to identify possible areas for joint projects.

B Planning and implementing of joint projects in SEE or for individual countries such
as courses Or seminars.

B Seeking each other’s expertise concerning the respective activities, where
appropriate.
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
