1. Background

. To foster just and efficient criminal justice systems;

. To support the respect of international instruments and other standards;

. To facilitate international law enforcement cooperation and judicial assistance.

3. Means of Cooperation

In order to achieve the objectives, it is envisaged to:

. Exchange information on.current and planned activities of both Institutions, which
may be of mutual benefit to identify possible areas for joint projects.

. Planning and implementing of joint projects in SEE or for individual countries such
as courses or seminars.
